All Age talk ‘A Time for Remembering’ Isdale   
This morning we are thinking about remembering. Now I’m not very good at remembering some things and one of them is peoples’ names. Sometimes when I’m out with Alison I sometimes meet someone I know but she doesn’t. She now knows that if I don’t introduce her to the other person, it’ll be because I have forgotten the person’s name. So she now has developed the tactic of waiting a few seconds and if I don’t introduce her, she’ll put out her hand and say “Hello I’m Alison by the way”, hoping that the other person will say “Pleased to meet you, I’m Jim etc.” And I’ll be thinking to myself – of course it’s Jim!  

Sometimes of course it works the other way and people don’t remember my name. That can be the problem with having an unusual name like Isdale. People sometimes have a go and say “Is it Ishmael, or Israel or Isabel or Easedale – which sounds like a place in Yorkshire. Then they might say “That’s an unusual name – where does it come from?” So I tell them that it comes from my mother’s family – my great grandfather was called Isdale, and my granddad and my uncle. But I actually never met any of these people as they had all died before I was born. Now I suppose that it’s not unusual for your great grandad to have died before you were born – but less common for your grandad. However it’s even more surprising for your uncle to have died before you were born. I’m sure many people here have uncles that are alive and well. But my Uncle Isdale died when he was quite young aged 28 - 78 years ago. Now I’m sure that some bright people who are good at Maths might be able to work out what year he died and then maybe suggest what caused him to die at quite a young age.

78 from 2022 brings you to ….1944! What was happening then? There was a war on and that was the reason that he died. He was with the British army in Italy when he was killed in December 1944. He was buried in a military cemetery in northern Italy about half way between Florence and Bologna. I went with my mum and dad and my sister and brother to visit the cemetery many years ago in 1969. It is a lovely quiet spot in the Santerno Valley and beautifully looked after. As you can see from the photographs, it’s a small cemetery with only 287 graves. So not like some of the huge cemeteries that you get in France or Belgium.  

All military cemeteries are looked after by the War Graves Commission and this is the certificate from them giving details about my uncle. The numbers at the bottom tell you which section of the cemetery his grave is in – section 2, row E and number 16.  The certificate tells you what is written on the gravestone – “THINK! STEP ASHORE FROM THE BATTLE, CLASP GOD’S HAND, FIND THE CALM OF HEAVEN.” This was chosen by his mum and dad (my grandparents) and tells of their Christian faith, and that although they were sad that their son had been killed, they believed that he was in a better place – in the care of God in heaven.

This is his gravestone and if you look closely you can just make out his name and the inscription that his parents chose at the bottom. I can remember that my mum was very sad the day that we visited. Although it had been 25 years since her brother had died, she still missed him and was very sad when she remembered him and all the happy times that they had had together. And the same is true today. There will be people who will be sad today because people who they loved are no longer here. Perhaps they were killed in the Second World War too – or some of the many other wars that sadly have happened since – eg Korea, Vietnam, Afghanistan, Iraq, and are still happening at this very moment in Yemen, Ethiopia and of course Ukraine.  

But we don’t remember those who have died because we want to make ourselves sad. We remember partly to give thanks that people were willing to give up their lives for their country, partly to support those who are sad and those who have been injured because of war Eg through the Poppy Fund. The money we give for the poppies goes to support old soldiers and soldiers who have been badly injured fighting in a battle. But we also want to remember how terrible a thing war is and to do all we can to make the world a place without war.

When I was a lot younger than I am today there was a singer, who I am sure some people who are the same age as me  - or even older – will remember. His name was Tom Paxton. One of his most famous songs was a very short and simple song that had these words – “Peace – Peace will – Peace will come – Let it begin with me.”  It's people who start arguments and fights and wars. Let us all do we can to be Peace Makers for God.

The Message: ‘Remember Me’ Rev John Greenshields
 
We meet this morning on Remembrance Sunday. All over the country people will be gathering to remember those who have given their lives in past and present conflicts, and praying for peace. Many here today will be wearing poppies, a fragile yet powerful symbol of remembering. 

The act of remembering, and remembering together, touches a deep human need to be recognised, appreciated, not forgotten. The simple words “remember me” are found in many Bible stories. Like Joseph, who was wrongly imprisoned and pleaded to be remembered by a fellow prisoner on his release;  like Hannah, praying for a baby; like Nehemiah, facing a huge building project in Jerusalem; or Jeremiah, in his deep suffering; and most of, like Jesus when he gathered his disciples together for what has become known as the Lord’s Supper, the night before the crucifixion. From his lips we hear the repeated words “do this in remembrance of me.”

“Remember me”. Powerful words. Today I would like to explore some of the uses of this phrase, and its significance for us. Although referring to other Bible passages, the main focus will be on the words in 1 Corinthians 11:23-26.

What happens when we remember?

· We link the past with the present. We recall the events that have shaped us, the ways God has been at work in what is known as redemption history. We look back to the Old Testament stories prefiguring the coming of our Lord Jesus, his life, death and resurrection. These are truly God-stories, as the drama unfolds and we connect once again with it.

· We consider how this affects us now. Remembrance Sunday brings many challenges, not least posing questions about what we are doing with the freedoms we enjoy; whether we are actively praying and working for God’s kingdom of peace in our troubled world. If we are followers of Jesus, the events we recall at communion take us deeper into the purposes of God revealed in these historical stories, and supremely in the life of his Son. We are told to examine ourselves, inviting the Holy Spirit to search our hearts, and probe whether we are truly absorbing in faith what has been recorded and revealed through Christ. A biker friend once described his experience in riding his motorbike: “You’re not just  looking out at the countryside, you feel as if you’re in it, you’re part of the landscape.” True remembering takes us deeper into the heart of the story.

· We reflect on how the past is linked to the future. Cynically we might affirm the famous comment from George Santayana in 1905 — “those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it”. Yet we want our remembering to be more productive and positive, shaping us for the challenges of today, and giving us hope for what lies ahead.

An outstanding example of this is seen in the prayer of the thief crucified beside Jesus: a man justly being punished for his sinful and criminal actions, even if the actual punishment was extremely barbaric. With only hours left to live, what can he look forward to apart from certain death? What lies in the future? Something he sees in Jesus touches him deep within. His own sinfulness contrasts with the evident innocence and grace of Jesus, and he turns to speak to him. His only prayer, perhaps his first ever prayer, comes from his heart, forced out of his parched lips. “Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom” (Luke 23:42). And the reply from Jesus is greater than anything he could ever have dreamt of hearing: “Today you will be with me in Paradise."

· We think about what connects us. People sometimes remember on their own, but there is something profound about sharing together in acts of remembering. The annual British Legion Festival of Remembrance from the Royal Albert Hall in London brings thousands together in person, with millions watching on television, united as they remember and give thanks.  I have sometimes wondered, when Jesus took bread, gave thanks and broke it, saying “this is my body”, if he was also looking round that room at those disciples he loved, and for whom he would soon give his life. That bread in his hands symbolised his body, yet those gathered with him would be described in the words of the apostle Paul as the body of Christ in the world. As the only apostle who uses that description of the church, where did Paul get that idea? Almost certainly from the words of Jesus himself. Remembering draws us together into the community of faith anchored in Jesus.

· We plead with God. “Remember me” is a good Old Testament prayer, prayed by Samson, Hannah, Hezekiah, Nehemiah, Job, David, and Jeremiah. Whatever their circumstances, their prayers lifted their eyes heavenward, looking up to God. When we hear Jesus’ command to share in bread and wine in remembrance of him, we look up to God and forward with longing to the day when Jesus will come back. We remember the Lord’s death “until he comes.” We share in these heavenly, temporary symbols in anticipation of the day when real communion with Jesus is experienced. In remembering and obeying, we proclaim his death until that day dawns, when Christ shall appear again as Saviour and Judge, and all his people will be with him eternally.

“Remember me,” said Jesus. In all our acts of remembering, none is more significant than the invitation to come to the Lord’s table. There, as we gather and remember, he comes to meet with us. This is what makes communion live; if we simply commemorate the death of a wonderful man, this ceremony is moving, but powerless. But if, as we approach the Lord's table, we know the presence of our living Lord Jesus with us, everything changes! Life is birthed within us by the Holy Spirit as we remember him, as we feed on him by faith, and are transformed by his grace to live in holiness and hope. “As we are gathered, Jesus is here.”

The Lord’s Supper

Take the wine: Jesus said: This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of Me.’
